planning and workshop 
last July 13-16, 2016.

Being the head 
of the legislative 
department, vice governor Alan R. Dujali, MPA presided the 
summit which was assisted by the SP secretariat headed by 
Dennis Dean T. Castillo, MPA.  Said summit was participated by 
twelve (12) board members, eighteen (18) legislative support 
staff from OSS, nine (9) staff from VGO, and thirty (30) SPO 
legislative staff.

During the summit, the August Body’s discussions and 
deliberations was focused on the categorical review of its 
IRP, quasi-judicial ordinance, and creation of various standing 
committees.  They also discussed and deliberated the other 
administrative/internal matters that quantifiably affect 
legislations in relation to their tasks and functions as stipulated 
in RA 7160.  Aside from this, they also formulated the legislative 
plans and programs for the ensuing year.

In his opening statement, vice-governor “Aldo” Dujali posed 
a great challenge to his colleagues and said, “Our goal shall 
be oriented with true dynamics of public governance through 
r e s p o n s i b l e , 
accountable and 
classless local 
legislation. Let us 
harmonize our 
efforts towards 
a systematic 
approach that 
all sectors of 
the society must 
be given equal 
treatment and 
allocation in 
local government 
resources so as 
not to promote 
partiality and bias 
in serving the 
Dabaonon people. 
They all deserve 
to have a quality 
life under our 

watch as their chosen 
leaders.”

On the other hand, 
the governor joined 
the group during the 
Governor’s Night and 
delivered his message.  
He responded 
positively to the queries 
and requests of the 
legislators during the 
Executive- Legislative 

Forum. 

In his message, the governor appreciated and thanked the 
vice governor and SP members for the assurance that they 
were one with him and the rest of the executive branch in 
moving Davao del Norte forward. He was confident that 
despite of their differences in political beliefs and values, they 
can all work as united in performing their respective jobs 
towards the attainment of their common goals.
